Pool Rules
(Updated May 8, 2007)

The pool is for the exclusive use of Cross Creek members in good standing and their guests! No more than
two invited guests per household and the member must be present with them during their stay at the pool.

SWIM AT YOUR OWN RISK! No lifeguards are on duty! Members and their guests enter the pool area and use
the pool at their own risk!

An adult (18 years or older) MUST accompany children ages 12 and under.

Pool hours are 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. Swimming is prohibited after hours. Anyone found in the pool area
after 9:00 p.m. may be reported to the authorities for trespassing.

Gates should be closed upon entering and leaving the pool.
NO POOL PARTIES!

No person who has open sores, any communicable disease or health problem that may endanger others may
enter the pool.

Proper swimming attire required. No cutoffs permitted. All infants and toddlers must wear proper “swim
diaper” in pool.

NO GLASSWARE in the pool area.
NO SMOKING or tobacco products in the pool area.
NO PETS in the pool area.

No chewing gum allowed in the pool area.

No bicycles, skateboards, roller blades, etc. of any type are allowed in the pool area.
No use of grills in or around the pool area.

Excessive use of sun tanning oils is prohibited upon entering the pool.

NO HORSEPLAY OR RUNNING AT ANY TIME AROUND THE POOL.

Be considerate of other pool users; please no loud, obnoxious behavior; no excessive affection; and no
profanity.

Any person under 21 years of age found consuming alcoholic beverages may be reported to the police. Any
member reserves the right to verify your age.

Members are responsible for cleaning up their surrounding areas and are responsible for placing all of their
trash in the trash receptacle before leaving.

Please be considerate of others when using the pool and the restroom. We are all members of the
Homeowner’s Association, and our dues are spent on maintaining our common facilities.

Any damage to pool area or surrounding areas will be the responsibility of the member causing the damage or
the member hosting the guest who caused the damage.

PLEASE REVIEW THESE RULES WITH YOUR CHILDREN AND GUESTS. MAKE SURE THEY UNDERSTAND THEM!!
Please report any violations of the above-mentioned rules to the security guard on duty and/or the management
company.
